SUBJECT:  Staff Report and Recommendation on a Contract with Solano County for Amending the San 

Francisco Bay Plan, the Suisun Marsh Protection Plan, and the Solano County Component of 
the Suisun Marsh Local Protection Program 

 (For Commission consideration on August 5, 2010) 

Recommendation 

The staff recommends that the Commission authorize the Executive Director to execute a contract 

with Solano County under which Solano County will provide up to $80,350 to the Commission for 

assistance in developing and considering amendments to the San Francisco Bay Plan, the Suisun Marsh 

Protection Plan, and the Solano County component of the Suisun Marsh Local Protection Program. The 

staff also recommends that the Commission authorize the Executive Director to amend the contract if 

that proves necessary so long as the amendment does not involve substantial changes in either the 

scope or amount of the contract. 

Staff Report 

In September 2008, the Solano County Board of Supervisors adopted a General Plan update that 
changes allowable land use designations within the Secondary Management Area of the Suisun 
Marsh. The County’s staff has worked with the Commission’s staff to develop a proposal for 
amendments to the San Francisco Bay Plan (Bay Plan), the Suisun Marsh Protection Plan (Marsh Plan), 
and the Solano County component of the Suisun Marsh Local Protection Program (LPP) that would 
bring these documents into full consistency with the General Plan update. The County would also use 
this opportunity to propose updates to the LPP to reflect other relevant county code revisions that 
have occurred since the Solano County component of the LPP was last amended in 1999. The Solano 
County Board of Supervisors will hold a public hearing and consider a resolution to apply for these 
amendments on August 24, 2010. 

The proposed amendments would include, in part, changes to the boundaries of the Collinsville 
water-related industry priority use area, as depicted in the Bay Plan and Marsh Plan maps. Any areas 
deleted from the water-related industry priority use area would remain within the boundaries of the 
Secondary Management Area of the Suisun Marsh. Solano County’s application will also involve 
proposed amendments to the Solano County component of the Suisun Marsh LPP.  

The Commission’s regulations require that whenever a party other than the Commission or the 
Executive Director proposes an amendment of the Commission’s planning documents, that party 
must pay for the Commission’s costs of processing and acting on the application. Accordingly, the 
staff recommends that the Commission authorize the Executive Director to: (1) execute a contract with 
Solano County under which Solano County will provide up to $80,350 to the Commission for the 
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staff’s assistance in developing and considering amendments to the San Francisco Bay Plan, the Suisun 
Marsh Protection Plan, and the Solano County component of the Suisun Marsh Local Protection 
Program; and (2) amend the contract if that proves necessary so long as the amendment does not 
involve substantial changes in either the scope or amount of the contract.
