Location: In the Bay and within the 100-foot shoreline band, at 642 San Pablo Avenue, in 
the City of Rodeo, Contra Costa County. 

Description: Temporarily relocate from the existing Rodeo Creek vehicular bridge a sanitary 
sewer force main by doing the following: 

 In the Bay 
1. Install, use, maintain, and upon completion of the new vehicular bridge 

(approximately three years), remove a 70-foot section of 16- and 20-inch-in-
diameter steel pipe, associated supports, and appurtenances for use as a 
sanitary sewer force main. 

Within the 100-foot shoreline band 
1.  Install, use, maintain, and upon completion of the new vehicular bridge 

(approximately three years), remove two 100-foot sections of 16- and 20-inch-
in-diameter steel pipe, associated supports, and appurtenances for use as a 
sanitary sewer force main.
